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Today we celebrate the one year anniversary of farmdoc daily. And what a year it has been! We have
published almost 300 articles (291 to be precise) on an amazing array of topics related to “Corn Belt farm
economics.” This has actually exceeded our goal of publishing one original article of research-based
analysis and information every business day.

We are also pleased to report that the response to farmdoc daily has been overwhelmingly positive from
the outset. This is reflected in Figure 1, which shows monthly page requests and unique visits for the site
through February 2012. Page requests now exceed 100,000 per month and visits top 40,000 per month.
Both measures of site usage have been growing at a rate of about 8 percent per month during the last
year. In addition, our daily email list is now over 6,500 people and we add at least 100 people a month to
the list.
